Jews apprehended in the major Aktionen were first
packed into buildings — often without food, water
or sanitary facilities. Detention at these collection
sites (Sammelstelle) could last for days or weeks.
Suicides were not uncommon. Collection sites in
Boryslawincludedthe Colosseum cinema, the Grazyna
cinema, the Labour Union Hall and the railway station
warehouses. In Drohobycz the SOKOL building and
Komarner Synagogue were among the buildings used
as collection sites.

The Germansandtheir helpersfromthe Ukrainian
militia shot small children, elderly and sick people
on the spot. They locked hundreds of Jews up in the
Grazyna building. Within a few hours the cinema
was completely overcrowded; the other prisoners
were putinto a storage shed next to the station and
in the former office of the Polish Socialist Party.

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One of the longest and bloodiest Aktionen took place in November 1942. In Boryslaw
the Colosseum cinema served as the collection site. In Drohobycz, the SS ordered the
delivery of 100 Jews per day to the Komarner Synagogue.
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But after the outbreak of typhoid, nobody wanted
to take the chance of bringing food to the area; the
prisoners were no longer led to the latrines and the
dead were no longer isolated from them.
