Boryslaw: 13,000-14,000 | Total: 28,000—-31,000 | Drohobycz: 15,000-17,000

July-October 1941: Pogroms, executions, random Kkillings and food
rationing kill 530-800 Jews in both towns.

November-December 1941: 250-400 Jews from Drohobycz shot in
Bronica forest. 1,000-1,500 from Boryslaw shot in Tustanowice forests.
Hundreds in both cities die from exposure, starvation and disease.

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Boryslaw: 10,000-11,000 | Total: 22,800-27,000 | Drohobycz: 12,800-16,000

March 1942: 1,000-2,000 Drohobycz Jews transported to Betzec
extermination camp and gassed.

August 1942: 5,000-6,000 Jews in Boryslaw and 2,500-3,500 in
Drohobycz sent to Betzec in multiple round ups. Additional 600 killed
in Drohobycz.

October 1942: 3,500-5,500 Jews from Boryslaw and Drohobycz sent to
Betzec and Janowska.
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Jewish Population, October 1942
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Boryslaw: 4.860 | Total: 10,160-15,760 | Drohobycz: 5,300-10,900

November 1942: Four-week Aktion leaves 3,000 from Boryslaw and
1,000-2,000 from Drohobycz dead in Betzec.

Shooting of additional 150-300 Jews in streets of Drohobycz.

February 1943: 500-600 Jews shot near the Boryslaw slaughterhouse.
500 from Drohobycz shot in Bronica forest.

May 1943: In Boryslaw 500-—700 shot at the slaughterhouse, including
members of the Judenrat and Jewish police.

June 1943-January 1944: Liquidation of the ghettos and Drohobycz's
work camps leaves 1,270-1,570 Jews shot in Drohobycz and 500-700
in Boryslaw.

April 1944: 1,000 Jews transported from Boryslaw and Drohobycz
labour camp to Plaszow.

Jewish Population, May 1944
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Boryslaw: 522 remaining in Mraznica labour camp | Total: 522 and unknown number in hiding | Drohobycz: ?

June-July 1944: Mraznica labour camp liquidated. Remaining inmates
sent to Plaszow and Auschwitz.

August 1944 — Liberation
