Alfred Schreyer (1922-2015) — Musician and singer
(Mine Shtetl Belz and many others), “the Last Jew
from Drohobycz”, who grew up in the town, survived
the Holocaust and returned to live there after the
war. In his musicand stories he preserved the history
and cultural legacy of Drohobycz’s and Galicia‘s
Jewish communities.
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Wilhelm Dichter (b. 1935) — Engineer and novelist, a
native son of Boryslaw, who survived the war in hiding.
After the war, Dichterimmigrated to the United States.
He turned to writing drawing on his experiences in
Boryslaw, communist Poland and the U.S. (God's
Horse, The Atheists' School, Learning English).

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Bruno Schulz (1892-1942) — Painter and one of the
most original 20th century Jewish Polish writers.
Born and raised in Drohobycz, he studied, taught,
painted and wrote his fantastic stories in and about
his home town. He was shot in town during the
Holocaust. His books have since become a mainstay
of modern literature (The Street of Crocodiles,
Sanatorium under the Sign of the Hourglass, the
Book of Idolatry).
